Dear Parents,

I hope you enjoyed the ‘balmy’ weather that we have experienced this week! Wow! Who would believe that it is January in Wisconsin!?!

There are three topics that I would like to address in this Wednesday Letter format…

· I would like to express gratitude to the Marketing Committee for their dedicated service on behalf of our entire school Family during these past few weeks!  They have done the impossible, and the goals that they have set will be accomplished through their hard work and dedication to St. Joan of Arc Parish School!  We have seen their signs throughout the entire community; they have sent 3,500 postcards to Catholic families within a 5 mile radius of our school; they have created ads for our local newspapers; they have collaborated with St. Anthony on the Lake, St. Charles, and Queen of Apostles Schools to create an awareness of out Lake Country Catholic Schools through local newspapers; they have visited St. Catherine’s Parish; and they have planned the most awesome Open House for January 31st! Their work will make possible an increased awareness of our Exemplary Catholic School. Thank you to each Marketing Committee member!
· Our School Advisory Board has recommended that our Junior Kindergarten program will be expanded in 2010-11 to include a later dismissal time and after-school day care. Our JK’ers school program will begin at 7:40 and will continue until 11:15am. Extended care will be provided from 11:15 until 2:45 or 6:00pm. We hope that this new program will better meet the needs of parents in our parish and local communities.

· Our School Advisory Board has established the cost of tuition for the 2010-11 academic year. Tuition for one child will be $2,800.00 (SK-Grade 8), an increase from the 2009-10 tuition of 3.5%. The Registration Fee is $75.00 per child, maximum $200.00 per family if received on or before February 28, 2010. That amount will be $150.00 per child, maximum $400.00 per family if received after February 28, 2010.  A Registration Form is included in this Wednesday Envelope.
